Please be aware of your surroundings at all times.

If you encounter wildlife...

remain calm and slowly distance yourself. Do not approach or try to touch the animal.

45 feet (15 yards)
We recommend remaining atleast 45 feet away from all wildlife

Please stop and wait for them to cross. o

Do not feed wildlife under any circumstances. This will
cause the animal to become acclimated to humans and
dependent on us for food. The animal will learn to
approach humans for food, potentially putting
themselves and people in danger.

Dogs should ALWAYS be leashed. An
unleashed dog may unknowingly approach
wildlife and cause that animal to defend itself.

Your pet is your responsibility.
