Our renovated campground offers 496 modern 
campsites with 50 amp service, water, and sewer 
hookups. Freshly paved roads and pads will greet you 
here at the Gulf State Park Campground. Modern 
bathhouses, a campstore, laundry and bike rentals are 
also available. The campground offers a nature center 
complete with live animal displays and interpretive 
programs.

Gulf State Park offers 20 modern cabins. Sixteen 
of these cabins are located lakeside with 4 located 
in the woods. The wood cabins are small one 
room cabins that sleep four (4). Each have a 
seperate kitchen and bathroom. A two bedroom 
one bath woods cabin is also available and sleeps 
six.  The lakeside cabins are two bedroom, one 
bath and sleep four. A three bedroom, two bath 
lakeside cabin is also available.  This cabin 
will sleep six.  All lakeside cabins are elevated 
twelve feet above the ground. Two of the cabins 
are handicapped accessible. All cabins contain 
screened porches with grills and picnic tables. 
They have access to fishing piers and cleaning 
stations.

Gulf State Park now has eleven beautiful lakeside 
cottages.  These are three bedroom cottages with 
three baths, a living room, a dinning area and a 
kitchen. All have screened porches with a private 
screened porch off the master bedroom. One 
cottage is handicapped accessible. As with the 
cabins, all cottages have grills, picnic tables, fishing 
piers and cleaning stations.  The full kitchens are 
equipped with pots, pans, cooking utensils, dishes 
and flatware. A microwave, coffeepot and toaster 
are also provided. Televisions with satellite are 
provided along with a supply of linens with towels 
and face cloths.

Lake Shelby is a 900 acre freshwater lake that provides 
fishing, skiing and swimming.

Gulf State Park offers an 18 hole Par 72 
championship golf course near Lake Shelby. This 
azalea trimmed course also offers a driving range, 
rental clubs and riding carts.

Have you ever wondered where the sea gulls go at 
night, or spotted a beautiful flower next to your 
campsite and didn’t know its name? Have you seen 
a bird grab a fish out of the Gulf and carry it back 
to a tree, or found a unique shell on the beach? Find 
answers to these questions and more at the Gulf State 
Park Nature Center. In our Nature Center you will 
find several exhibits and live animals representing 
some of the wildlife that may be seen throughout the 
park. Discover the wonders of nature along Alabama’s 
beautiful Gulf Coast by joining a park naturalist 
for guided tours along the Back-country Trail and 
interpretive programs. Don’t miss the loggerhead 
sea turtle nesting season, as nesting mothers and 
emerging hatchlings intrigue visitors from May 
through October.

The beach pavilion is a new addition to Gulf 
State Park.  It is also one of the most talked about 
facilities on the beach with its unique roof design. 
The pavilion is equipped with picnic tables, 
bathhouses and a snack bar.  Two large fireplaces 
make it possible to use during the winter months.  
It is available to the public during the day and 
can be rented at night for private parties and 
functions.  Boardwalks provide convenient 
accessibility to the beach.
